What do musicians 
have in common with filmmakers? What programme formats used by 
broadcasting stations can be applied to New Music?  
 
The Television Forum selected this year’s focal point with an eye to opening up 
a debate on possible ways of conveying New Music via film and encouraging 
new forms of cooperation. 
 
Those interested in music and/or film can see and discuss numerous films about 
Stockhausen, Nono, Kurtág, Cage and others with directors, musicians, 
promoters, music editors of broadcasting stations and music researchers. The 
International Television Forum receives non-material assistance from the 
broadcasting stations of ARD, ZDF, DW and Arte and is supported by the Free 
Hanseatic City of Bremen.
